Mary Gregory vase in black glass depicting young seated boy on ground.  The vase has a rough pontil and flared ruffled top.  5-1/4” tall x 7-1/4 wide.

Art Glass Fairy Lamp – Diamond Quilted mother of pearl fairy with original candle called the “Burglar’s Horror”, Trademark, Pyramid.  6-1/2” tall x 4” wide.  Chip on base,  otherwise good.  A rare example.

Schneider large mottled glass pitcher with applied handle.  The pitcher measures 16” and is various shades of tans and browns with a black applied handle.

Mt. Washington diamond quilt pattern blue satin glass pitcher with applied handle.  5-1/2” tall.
