SCRIPPS FLORIDA AND MAX PLANCK FLORIDA INSTITUTE: A 'DREAM TEAM' FOR
BIOSCIENCE RESEARCH

Scripps Florida's new 350,000-square-foot, three-building complex on Florida Atlantic University's
MacArthur Campus, is scheduled for completion in early 2009. Meanwhile, more than 240 Scripps
Florida researchers and support staff, in temporary facilities, are already making important
biomedical discoveries. Recently, Scripps Florida scientists discovered a promising new target for
diagnosing and treating Alzheimer's disease, which affects an estimated 4.5 million people in the
United States.



"Scripps Florida is using cutting-edge technologies to speed the drug discovery and development
process for new medications to treat a variety of conditions, including cancer, diabetes, and other
autoimmune and infectious diseases," vice president of scientific operations Harry Orf said.

Much of the work at Scripps Florida is dedicated to basic biomedical research, which focuses on
understanding the fundamental processes of life. To further that goal, Scripps Florida has invested in
new technology, such as a High Throughput Screening (HTS) system to accelerate the process of
discovering new drugs. Scripps Florida is also collaborating with researchers within Florida and
throughout the United States on a wide range of biomedical projects.

Now, the Max Planck Florida Institute is preparing to join Scripps Florida on the FAU campus. The
Max Planck Society, Germany's largest research institution, is planning a 100,000-square-foot facility
that eventually would employ 135 people. The Munich-based society - named for Max Planck, the
father of quantum physics - now has 78 institutes, laboratories and research units in Germany and
three elsewhere in Europe.

Peter Gruss, president of the Max Plank Society, said the prospect of close cooperation on a shared
campus with Scripps is the primary reason for the Max Planck Society's interest in Palm Beach
County. Gruss continued, "Scripps and Max Planck are a dream team for innovative basic research
in biomedicine.”

SCRIPPS FLORIDA AND MAX PLANCK FLORIDA INSTITUTE: A 'DREAM TEAM' FOR
BIOSCIENCE RESEARCH

Scripps Florida's new 350,000-square-foot, three-building complex on Florida Atlantic University's
MacArthur Campus, is scheduled for completion in early 2009. Meanwhile, more than 240 Scripps
Florida researchers and support staff, in temporary facilities, are already making important
biomedical discoveries. Recently, Scripps Florida scientists discovered a promising new target for
diagnosing and treating Alzheimer's disease, which affects an estimated 4.5 million people in the
United States.



"Scripps Florida is using cutting-edge technologies to speed the drug discovery and development
process for new medications to treat a variety of conditions, including cancer, diabetes, and other
autoimmune and infectious diseases," vice president of scientific operations Harry Orf said.

Much of the work at Scripps Florida is dedicated to basic biomedical research, which focuses on
understanding the fundamental processes of life. To further that goal, Scripps Florida has invested in
new technology, such as a High Throughput Screening (HTS) system to accelerate the process of
discovering new drugs. Scripps Florida is also collaborating with researchers within Florida and
throughout the United States on a wide range of biomedical projects.

Now, the Max Planck Florida Institute is preparing to join Scripps Florida on the FAU campus. The
Max Planck Society, Germany's largest research institution, is planning a 100,000-square-foot facility
that eventually would employ 135 people. The Munich-based society - named for Max Planck, the
father of quantum physics - now has 78 institutes, laboratories and research units in Germany and
three elsewhere in Europe.

Peter Gruss, president of the Max Plank Society, said the prospect of close cooperation on a shared
campus with Scripps is the primary reason for the Max Planck Society's interest in Palm Beach
County. Gruss continued, "Scripps and Max Planck are a dream team for innovative basic research
in biomedicine.”
