BEGIN at ½ inch capped (00065) rebar set at the Northwest corner of said Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter; thence run South 88 degrees, 50 minutes, 47 seconds East and along the North line of said Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter for a distance of 70.60 feet to a ½ inch capped (00065) rebar set on the North margin of said 14th Street NW, said point being measured 20 feet from centerline; thence run South 38 degrees, 11 minutes, 02 seconds West and along said North margin for a distance of 69.70 feet to a point of curvature; thence run Southwesterly and along said North margin, being a curve to the left, having a delta angle of 00 degrees, 31 minutes, 23 seconds, a radius of 4462.03 feet, a chord bearing of South 37 degrees, 55 minutes, 21 seconds West for a chord distance of 40.74 feet to a ½ inch capped (0065) rebar set on the West line of said Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter; thence run North 01 degrees, 35 minutes, 38 seconds West and along said West line for a distance of 88.38 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING.
