Terms and Conditions of Auction
Registration:  Present drivers license or other form of photo identification to the cashier to receive your bidder number.  Registration will begin at least one hour before auction time.  

Bidding and Acknowledgment by Auctioneer:  Bidding and acknowledgment will be made by number only.  Bidding may be done verbally or by holding your bidder card high in the air.
