Non-accepted shipments are not the responsibility of UCABC and charges for purchases will remain the responsibility of the purchaser regardless.

Internet Registration for Online Bidding

Positive ID is required to Bid. Registration on-line with a valid Credit Card (Visa/MasterCard).  Your card will be charged $100 for verification only and will be applied to purchase or reimbursed if no purchases are made. Payment on day of auction by credit card (MC, VS, Discover) on file with United Country-A.B. Cole & Associates, Auction & Realty, LLC (UCABC). Upon registering, you will receive an approval from UCABC or Proxi-Bid with your bidder number. To bid, you can then log-in at this auction on Proxi-Bid, go to the listing of items, follow the instructions for placing and submitting your bids.
