Standard Operating Procedure Number 9

SCOPE: This procedure establishes the standard for the operation of small vehicles, two
wheelers, three wheelers, four wheel all-terrain vehicles and golf carts on the
development.

2) The preferred place of operation is the Wildemess Area at the foot of Woodrun Drive

where it intersects with Hunters Run. A place has been prepared for this type vehicle but
the parent or guardian must sign a letter of consent before the area is used. A copy of the

lelter is available at the Woodrun Office in the Clubhouse.

3) They are not to be operated off-road at anytime other than in the area described in
paragraph 2 above. :

4) Each vehicle, regardless of size or horsepower, must have a waming flag attached and
this flag must be a minimum of 6’ off the road.

5) Operators of vehicles without flags will be warned one time and any subsequent
violation will result in the vehicle being banned from the roads until it has a flag attached.

6) This rule is for the safety and welfare of all concerned.

Standard Operuing Procedure No. 25 April 12, 1997

PROCESSING NEW PROPERTY OWNERS
SCOPE:

This procedure establishes processing for new property owners. Many propetly ownceis
have not or do not record their deeds in Bolivar. This has consistently caused problems for
any subsequent owner irying to oblain a deed and clear titlc. 1t has also conttibuted to
dificulties in collecting dolinguent ducs. The Board voted that the following procedure will
be adhered to and lake effect on April 12, 1997.

Denefils of o :nership, gato cards, and access (o the development will be held in abeyance
until the following steps are taken by the properly owner.

1) The POA oflico is furnished a copy of the salcs agrcoment or sales contract (ransfciring
the property. :

2) A cupy of the registcred deed reflecting the new owner as the registered agent is
provided to the POA office.

3) Idenlification and location of ALL gatc cards and or remole gale opencers issucd to the
former owners is accomplished. Any cards not physically in the hands of the ncw owners

shall be programmed out of the compuler. No now of additional cards shall be issucd until
steps 1) and 2) above have been compleled.

4) 'These actions can be accomplished gimultaneously or in separate actions but all musl be
completed prior to acceptance into membership.

Title: Mailboxes

Svoope: This procedure will establish criteria for the assignment of mailboxes
at Woodrun, effective this date.

Procedures: In light of the fact that all of the mailboxes allowed and issued
by the United States Postal Service have been nssigned, we have found it
necessary Lo purchase additional boxes at the Association’s expense.

The following guidelines will apply to the Issuing of keys for Lhese lLoxes:

1.) The applicant for a-mailbox must have a house built or in the cun.erucl;im
phase to apply for keys. Campers are not eligible under this poulicy as these

are not considered residences, either by common law or the Restriclive
Covenaptq, and the fact that these boxes are owned by Lhe Assocliation and it
can set the standards within the scope of the postal.regulalions.

2.) The fee for a mallbox is established at $20.00 payable at time of
application. :

Further, the Post Office has advisged that many of the present holders of boxe:
are allowing the mall to,colleot until it is not possible Lo put, anymore mail
in the box. Since It is obvious these are boxes held by campers The
Assoclation asks that these boxes be checked and empbied once a monlh.

Those boxes issued by the US Postal Service cannot be sold Lo individual

properyy owners and as they become avallable they will be issued on a first
come first served basis. No reservations list will be maintained.
