Sold by Emil Kerner & Sohn, E Kerner &Co. Sporting Arms Maker, Emil was the designer and smith, 1935-40 In business in his name. He was a renowned gun maker involved in the Suhl region with other companies. There are many references to him and his work. This rifle is referenced as a stalker gun and known by other reports as a tack driver. Overall barrel length 25”  Slow twist rifling, Octagon barrel. 2 crown marks which if I could interpret will tell who this gun was actually made for. Pictures are in the gallery. This gun is stamped 1934 and 5.3 mm under the forestock. Stalker comes from diminutive size. . Monte Carlo stock. Lever action with double triggers. Very light pull to actually fire. Cross hatching on top of barrel and nice engraving. Great sights. Very few 20 caliber firearms are available anywhere.

 This gun was brought back to America post war by a Mr. Sigmond Miller Rt 1 Dublin Va. U S Army. He was with the 7th corp and in another lot are pictures taken at several German sites in 44-45 including Hitler’s Lair. His unit 13th field artillery. There is a pic of Berchtesgaden as he also spent some time in Austria as pictures reveal the bombing results of the lair.  Believed to have come from Colbormoor Germany where he was in June of 1945.
