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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This executive summary is intended as a brief synopsis of our findings, and should not be relied upon

as a substitute for the user reading and understanding the entire report.

At the request of Mr. David J. Guido of Bruce Reed Business, EnviroSouth, Inc. has completed a
Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the former Jerry’'s Curb Service facility located at
1005 Woodruff Road in Greenville, South Carolina. The results of this site assessment are as

follows:

The subject site is located on the north side of Woodruff Road, east of the intersection of
Woodruff Road and Roper Mountain Road. At the time of our site visit, the subject site
was developed with a vacant drive-in restaurant. The remaining portions of the property

were improved with asphalt paved parking and driveway areas and landscaping.

Based on a review of historic information, the subject site appears to have been developed
with the current building since approximately early 2005. The subject site appears to have
been developed as a landscaping equipment and supply facility from 1991 through 2003.
Prior to 1991, the subject site appears to have been undeveloped property since

approximately 1968.

The subject site does not appear on the South Carolina Department of Health and
Environmental Control (SCDHEC) or United States Environmental Protection Agency

(USEPA) lists of regulated or contaminated sites.

Twelve facilities within one-half mile radius of the subject site were identified on regulatory
agency lists specified by ASTM Standard E1527-05.

The Pantry #3278, located at 1001 Woodruff Road, is located adjacent west of the subject
site. This facility is listed on the Groundwater Contamination Inventory List (GWCI), the
Leaking Underground Storage Tank List (LUST), and the Underground Storage Tank list
(UST). This facility is documented to have had a petroleum-related release on April 27,
1989. Any petroleum releases, past or future, that may migrate in the groundwater under
the subject site would be the responsibility of the underground storage tank (UST)
owner/operator of the Pantry #3278 facility, where the release occurred, with no liability

being placed on the owner (past, current, or future) of the subject site.
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The Quick as a Wink #404 and DryClean USA 404 sites are listed under the “Dry
Cleaners” database. These facilities are required to meet current regulatory guidelines
and are not considered a recognized environmental condition based on their presence

alone.

It is EnviroSouth’s opinion that because of the current use, location, and estimated
groundwater flow direction of the remaining listed facilities, they do not appear to pose a

likely environmental threat to the subject site.

This assessment did not reveal any recognized environmental conditions that would pose

an obvious threat to the subject property.
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1. INTRODUCTION

11 PURPOSE

The purpose of this assessment is to assist Bruce Reed Business in evaluating the business
environmental risk from recognized environmental conditions associated with the subject site.
EnviroSouth performed this Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in general accordance
with the scope and limitations of the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard

Practice for Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process E1527-05.

A recognized environmental condition is defined by the ASTM standard as “the presence or likely
presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under conditions that indicate
a release, past release or a material threat of a release of any hazardous substance or petroleum
products into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater or surface water of the
property. This term includes hazardous substances or petroleum products even under conditions in

compliance with laws”.

This property description is hereafter referred to as the “site” or subject property.

1.2 SCOPE OF WORK

The following sections describe EnviroSouth’s scope of work and the contents of this report:

Section 2, Site Setting , is a compilation of information concerning the site’s location and

physical setting.

Section 3, Records Review , is a compilation of EnviroSouth’s review of databases
available from Federal, State, and local regulatory agencies regarding hazardous
substance use, storage or disposal at the subject site; and for off-site facilities up to a mile
radius from the site. This section includes interviews and telephone conversations
conducted by EnviroSouth with people knowledgeable about the site and local regulatory

personnel.

Former Jerry’s Curb Service Facility e%s Environmental Consultants
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Section 4, Site History , summarizes the history of the site and adjoining properties based
on various sources which may include a review of aerial photographs, city or suburban
directories, historical maps and information appropriate to meet the requirements of All

Appropriate Inquiry.

Section 5, Site Reconnaissance , describes EnviroSouth’s site observations during the

site reconnaissance and observations of adjacent parcels.

Section 6, Conclusions , is a presentation of our findings and conclusions regarding the
information in Sections 2 through 5; and presents our opinion regarding the presence of

environmental conditions of concern at the site.

Section 7 presents our Limitations , and identifies any data gaps encountered during the

assessment process.

Pertinent documentation regarding the subject site is included in Appendices A through C of this
report. Appendix D provides the qualifications of the environmental professionals responsible for

conducting the Phase | Environmental Site Assessment and preparation of the report.
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2. SITE SETTING

The site setting is presented to assess the significance of potential on- and off-site contaminant

migration, if present. The site location is shown on the Site Vicinity Map (Figure 1) and Site Map

(Figure 2) of Appendix A. Tables 1 and 2 provide the physical characteristics of the site and

bordering properties. Photographs of the site are included in Appendix B.

The information presented in Table 1 describes the physical location of the subject site. This

information was obtained from maps, public records, and interviews.

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3. RECORDS REVIEW

3.1 REGULATORY AGENCY REVIEW

The purpose of the records review is to obtain and review publicly available records that could be
used to evaluate recognized environmental conditions of potential concern in connection with the

subject site and surrounding properties.

Federal, State, and local regulatory agencies publish databases or “lists” of businesses and
properties that handle hazardous materials or hazardous waste, or are the known location of a
release of hazardous substances to soil and/or groundwater. These databases are available for
review and/or purchase at the regulatory agencies, or the information may be obtained through a
commercial database service. EnviroSouth contracted with a commercial database service,
Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR), to review the regulatory agency lists for references to the
site and any listings within the appropriate ASTM minimum search distances to the site. The EDR
database search results for the site and for other nearby facilities are contained in the Site
Assessment Report included in Appendix C. The federal and state databases reviewed along with
their standard ASTM search distances are summarized on Table 3. An explanation of the content of

these databases is contained in the EDR report.

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3.1.1 Subject Site

The subject site is not listed on any of the regulatory lists reviewed.

3.1.2 Off-Site Facilities

Twelve facilities within one-half mile radius of the subject site were identified on regulatory agency
lists specified by ASTM Standard E1527-05.

The Pantry #3278, located at 1001 Woodruff Road, is located adjacent west of the subject site. This
facility is listed on the Groundwater Contamination Inventory List (GWCI), the Leaking Underground
Storage Tank List (LUST), and the Underground Storage Tank list (UST). This facility is documented
to have had a petroleum-related release on April 27, 1989. EnviroSouth personnel spoke with Mr.
John Abernathy of the SCDHEC concerning this facility. Mr. Abernathy stated that the groundwater
contaminant concentrations at this facility are low and this site will likely be issued a “no further
action” status within the next year. Mr. Abernathy also stated that off-site contamination has existed
in the past and was located south this facility, across Woodruff Road (away from the subject site).
Any petroleum releases, past or future, that may migrate in the groundwater under the subject site
would be the responsibility of the underground storage tank (UST) owner/operator of the Pantry
#3278 facility, where the release occurred, with no liability being placed on the owner (past, current,

or future) of the subject site.

The Quick as a Wink #404 and DryClean USA 404 sites are listed under the “Dry Cleaners”
database. These facilities are required to meet current regulatory guidelines and are not considered

a recognized environmental condition based on their presence alone.

It is EnviroSouth’s opinion that because of the current use, location, and estimated groundwater flow
direction of the remaining listed facilities, they do not appear to pose a likely environmental threat to

the subject site.

3.1.3 Unmapped Sites

Due to poor or inadequate address information, some facilities could not be mapped by EDR and are
listed in the “orphan summary” section of the EDR report. EnviroSouth reviewed the addresses
associated with the identified orphan sites. None of the sites listed appear to have the potential to

impact the subject site based upon their distance from the site.

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4. SITE HISTORY

The history of the site was researched to identify obvious uses of the site from the present to first

developed use from readily available resources. Table 4 summarizes the available resources.

The site history was established by utilizing public records, topographic maps, aerial photographs,

and Sanborn maps.

4.1 HISTORICAL TOPOGRAPHIC MAPS AND AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS

Historical aerial photographs and topographic maps were reviewed to evaluate past land use at the
site and in the surrounding area. Photographs and maps dating back to 1968 years were reviewed
as part of this report. The summary of this review is presented, as follows:

Historic Topographic Map Observations:

The 1983 topographic map does not any buildings on the subject property. Surrounding

properties appear less developed than current conditions.

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Historic Aerial Photograph Observations:

1989 Photograph — The subject site appears vacant. One building is present at the northeast
adjacent property and two buildings are present on the southeast adjacent property. The
current gas station adjacent west of the subject site is present. Property adjacent northwest

of the subject site appears undeveloped.

1978 Photograph — The subject site appears undeveloped. The northeast and southeast
properties appear similar to the 1989 photograph. Less development is present along
Woodruff Road.

1974 Photograph — The subject site and surrounding areas appear similar to those depicted

in the 1978 photograph.
1968 Photograph — The subject site appears similar to the 1974 photograph.

The aerial photographs and the topographic maps reviewed for this assessment are listed in Table 5.

4.2 SANBORN FIRE INSURANCE MAPS

Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps provide historical land use information for some metropolitan and

small-established towns. Sanborn map coverage does not exist for the subject site.

4.3 CITY DIRECTORIES

A search of city directory listings for the site address was performed at the Greenville County Public

Library.

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4.4 INTERVIEWS

EnviroSouth personnel spoke with Mr. David Guido, a representative of the current owner of the
subject site, Bruce Reed Business, concerning the subject property. Mr. Guido stated that he did not

know of any environmental conditions or liens associated with the subject property.

4.5 ENVIRONMENTAL LIEN/ACTIVITY USE LIMITATION SEARCH

A fifty-year Chain-of-Title report and/or an Environmental-Lien-Search was not supplied by the Client
for EnviroSouth’s review. ASTM E 1527-05 requires that a search be conducted for environmental
liens against the subject property that have been filed or recorded under federal, state, tribal, or local
laws. The purpose of the search is to identify liens placed on the subject property that indicates an
environmental response action was taken to address past releases at on or to the subject site and to
identify any recorded activity or use limitations (AULs). To meet the requirements of ASTM E 1527-

05, the User(s) of this report must add the appropriate documentation as an addendum.

4.6 FAIR MARKET VALUE

The subject property is being publicly auctioned on December 7, 2006.

4.7 PREVIOUS INVESTIGATIONS

EnviroSouth, Inc is not aware of any previous environmental studies pertaining to the subject site.

4.8 SUMMARY OF SITE HISTORY

Based on a review of historic information, the subject site appears to have been developed with the
current building since approximately early 2005. The subject site appears to have been developed as
a landscaping equipment and supply facility from 1991 through 2003. Prior to 1991, the subject site

appears to have been undeveloped property since approximately 1968. No information was readily

available for our review prior to 1968.
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5. SITE RECONNAISSANCE

5.1 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

A representative from EnviroSouth conducted a site reconnaissance on November 17, 2006 to

assess and photograph present site conditions.

The approximate site boundaries and features

discussed below are shown on Figure 2, “Site Map” in Appendix A. Photographs of the site are

presented in Appendix B. The site conditions discussed below are limited to the readily apparent

environmental conditions observed.

The subject site is located on the north side of Woodruff Road, east of the intersection of Woodruff

Road and Roper Mountain Road. At the time of our site visit, the subject site was developed with a

vacant drive-in restaurant. The remaining portions of the property were improved with asphalt paved

parking and driveway areas and landscaping.

Site conditions observed during the reconnaissance are further described in Table 5.

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6. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

We have performed a Phase | ESA in general conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM
Practice E1527-05 of the former Jerry’s Curb Service facility located at 1005 Woodruff Road in
Greenville, South Carolina. Any exceptions to or deletions from this practice are described in Section
7.0 of this report.

This assessment has discovered no evidence of “recognized environmental conditions” on the subject
property.

A “recognized environmental condition” is defined in ASTM Standard E-1527-2000 as the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products on a property under conditions that indicate an existing release, or past, or a material threat (reasonable of
evidence) of a release of these substances into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water of the property.
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7. LIMITATIONS

Phase | ESAs are non-comprehensive by nature and are unlikely to identify all environmental
problems or eliminate all risk. The attached report is a qualitative assessment. EnviroSouth offers a
range of investigative services to suit the needs of our clients, including more quantitative
investigations.
